n this day, when our collect prays that God “opened 
the way of eternal life to every race and nation,” I am 
reminded how much our world resembles the first 

century world, today more than ever before in its religious 
pluralism and ethnic diversity. All those languages and voices 
and nations converging in one place is an apt description of 
our present time. Last Sunday, Bishop Sebastian Bakare, our 

guest preacher, shared his story of being in the Anglican church in Harare, Zimbabwe, with the Bay Area. And last 
week on vacation, I engaged in a friendly and extended conversation from JFK airport into New York City with a 
cab driver from Punjab. A Sikh, he told me about the Golden Temple and insisted I go online and Google a picture 
of it because it’s so beautiful. When he asked what I did, I shared a little about the Episcopal Church. I was met 
with silence. He had never heard of our church or anything Anglican. It was a little humbling, and I smiled and 
took note of it. I decided to change the subject. Had he seen Slumdog Millionaire? Not yet, but his brothers had, 
and loved it. In today’s world, at least in cities like San Francisco and New York, common ground has many forms, 
but religion is not necessarily one of them. From the Grace Cathedral mission statement: “We believe in one God, 
known to us in Jesus Christ, also known by different names in different traditions.” Happy Pentecost!

Great Paschal Vespers, usually celebrated in the first 
eight days of Easter, grows from the Office of Vespers, 
with prayers, hymns, psalmody, and its regularly 
appointed canticle, the Magnificat. While maintain-
ing these essential forms, Great Paschal Vespers adds 
three stations: Easter Candle, Baptismal Font, and 
Cross, which represent our participation in the Paschal 
Mystery. Sung by Camerata to celebrate the Day of 
Pentecost, the end of the 50-day Easter feast.

Holy Baptism
The Day of Pentecost • 31 May 2009 • 11:00 am

Meditation on the Word: Fifty days after Passover, the Jewish feast of Pentecost celebrates the giving of the 
Law (“Torah”), that pattern of life and practice, which binds God to a holy people in an everlasting covenant. Our 
feast proclaims the giving of the Spirit, one aspect of the life, death and glorification of Jesus Christ, binding us to 
his risen life forever. The “gifts” of the Spirit are manifestations of the richness of the God-life in our community, 
expressed in marvelous diversity. They don’t come neatly wrapped but as wild fire and wind, ready to energize 
God’s people. They didn’t come in one blast but throughout time and the church’s life, beginning with the Spirit’s 
presence at creation.

Pentecost Sunday is one of four privileged times (along with the Great Vigil of Easter, the Feast of the 
Baptism of the Lord, and All Saints Sunday) for the Spirit to incorporate new members into the Body of 
Christ.  This body is not a homogenous club of like-minded friends; we are international, multi-cultural, 
spanning history.  As God’s holy people, we humbly but confidently greet a world in need.  The task seems 
impossible because it is––except that we’ve been given the gifts and commission of the Spirit.
